The Global Leadership Team (GLT) of District 325 D has remained committed to developing and
strengthening the leadership capacity of Lions at every level throughout the Lionistic Year 2025/26.
Under the District Governor’s theme “Exultant Lion” and in alignment with the International
President’s theme “Lead to Serve, Serve to Lead”, the district successfully executed a series of training
and orientation programs designed to build confidence, enhance skills, and foster effective service
leadership.

1. Major Training & Leadership Development Programs

a. Successful Cabinet Officers’ Training

The Cabinet Officers’ Training was conducted before the beginning of the Lionistic Year with excellent
participation from all appointed and elected district cabinet members. The program was designed to
orovide a clear understanding of the responsibilities, reporting systems, and leadership expectations
of each officer. Special emphasis was placed on goal setting, teamwork, and effective communication,
ensuring that the cabinet works in alignment with the District Governor’s theme. The training proved
highly successful, setting a strong foundation for a well-coordinated and efficient cabinet.

The training was conducted at The Lakeside Retreat, Pokhara on May 16-17, 2025.

b. Club Officers’ Schooling (PVST)

The Presidents, Vice Presidents, Secretaries, and Treasurers (PVST) Schooling was conducted with the
objective of equipping frontline leaders with the essential knowledge and tools required for effective
club administration. The sessions covered key areas including membership management, service
reporting on Lions Portal, financial transparency, and leadership skills. The training was highly
Interactive, with practical demonstrations and case studies that helped officers understand their
responsibilities more clearly. The feedback received from participants indicated that the training not
only built confidence but also motivated them to lead their clubs with renewed energy and
professionalism.

The training was conducted at Chhemeki Party Palace, Jorpati on July 5, 2025.

c. Zone/Region/Area Workshops

This year marked a significant milestone as our district conducted Zone, Region, and Area Workshops
by adopting the official International Lions Clubs curriculum for the very first time. These workshops
were tailored to strengthen mid-level leadership by focusing on strategic planning, conflict
management, and cross-club collaboration. Zone Chairs, Region Chairs, and Area Leaders were trained
systematically to align their roles with global standards of leadership development. The adoption of
the international curriculum added immense value, ensuring that our leaders are better prepared to
provide guidance and support to clubs under their jurisdiction. This step has been widely appreciated
and is seen as a benchmark for future leadership programs in the district.

The training was conducted at Jarsing Resort, Jarsing Pauwa, Kathmandu on July 19, 2025.

d. District Lions Leadership Institute (DLLI)

Another historic achievement for District 325 D was the successful organization of the District Lions
Leadership Institute (DLLI), hosted for the very first time in our district. Held at The Lakeside Retreat,
Pokhara (July 16-18, 2025), this three-day residential program brought together emerging leaders
from across the district. The DLLI was conducted in full alignment with Lions International standards
and covered advanced leadership topics such as public speaking, project management, team building,
and strategic service leadership. The participation and engagement level were outstanding, and the
program concluded with highly positive evaluations from all attendees. The success of this first-ever
DLLI has set a remarkable precedent in District 325 D, firmly establishing it as a district committed to
cultivating strong and visionary leaders for the future.

The DLLI training was also conducted at Himalaya Drisya Resort on August 1-2, 2025.
